The mission of the Southern Region 4-H Volunteer Forum is to increase the capacity of 

volunteer and salaried staff to contribute to the achievement of the mission of 4-H Youth 

Development and the Cooperative Extension system. The primary purpose of the SRVF is to 

educate and prepare participants to share the information that they learn and practice the skills 

they have developed, through participating in the forum, at home in their own 4-H programs 

and activities.  Participants benefit from the experiential learning activities that require them to 

discuss, use, and apply what they learn. The ultimate application is for individuals and teams to 

teach others. SRVF delegates include adult Volunteers and Extension staff from the 13 states in 

the southern region, Puerto Rico and the U.S. Virgin Islands.  The SRVF is conducted by the 

Cooperative Extension Services of the State Land Grant Universities in the 13 states and the 

National 4-H Council. The Forum is planned by a committee of dedicated representatives from 

each of these entities including volunteer delegates from each of the participating states. 

Registration Fees and To Apply:  registration for the 2010 forum is $235 and is due by August 

20th to the State 4-H Events Office.  After August 20th the fee is $285.  Please be sure to get your 

registration in prior to the deadline to avoid the added late fee. Additional fees apply to those 

arriving prior to 1:00 p.m. on Thursday, September 30th. The registration form details these 

early arrival fees. Registration includes the conference shirt and Rock Eagle meals and lodging 

from September 30 – October 3. Please submit all forms, including the health form and code of 

conduct/participation record, along with the registration form and payment.  Your registration 

is not complete until al forms and payment are received.  Payment plans, if needed, should be 

made with your County Extension 4-H Office.

Rock Eagle Lodging:  participants reside in heated and air conditioned cottages. Towels, linens, 

and blankets are provided. Room assignments will be made after all registration forms are 

received. A limited amount of married housing may be available, but cannot be guaranteed. 

The private space is first utilized for special needs persons and remaining rooms will be 

assigned to married couples.  Every effort will be made to accommodate your wishes for 

rooming preferences and special needs.  Only those individuals who have registered for early 

arrival will be permitted entrance onto Rock Eagle grounds prior to Thursday afternoon. If you 

plan to arrive anytime prior to Thursday afternoon, you must register for early arrival. 

Trading Souvenirs: is a popular get-acquainted activity that is held Thursday afternoon. Small 

trinkets, representative of the delegates’ states, are encouraged for trading. Popular items have 

included lapel pins, printed ribbons, and handmade items. Your local Chamber of Commerce 

and tourist department, along with Florida’s Department of Tourism and Parks Department are 

all sources of good trade items, usually at no cost. If you want to get into the spirit of SRVF, 

bring items to trade. 

Cabin Decorating Contest:  bring outdoor decorations representative of Florida and the Forum 

theme of “i4-H – There’s An App For That”.  Show your Florida spirit and pride to other 

southern states attending SRVF.  Dress is casual, except for the closing banquet, which is dressy 

(“Sunday best”).  Comfortable shoes are a must!  October weather is mild, please check the 

weather forecast as you pack.  Midday temperatures range from the mid 50‘s to 70’s, while the 

evening temperatures cool into the 50’s and 60’s. Be prepared for the change in weather.
